Step 1:  
Go to www.VisitNaturalNorthFlorida.com and click on the “Hidden Treasures” link.  Numbered yellow dots on 
the map identify the general location of each cache site, and contest questions about these 36 caches are 
listed on the site. It will help to print off the questions and take them with you on your adventure throughout 
the Natural North Florida region.  
 
All of the contest geocaches are listed on this site with a numbered yellow dot      on the map. Most, but not 
all, of the caches are also listed in more detail on www.geocaching.com under the heading, “Hidden Treasures 
of Natural North Florida.”
